FRUIT TREE PRUNING CLINIC
OFFERED BY NN MASTER GARDENERS
The Northern Neck Master Gardeners are presenting a Pruning Clinic this spring for homeowners who would like to learn techniques for pruning fruit trees and bushes.  The primary focus is on pruning fruit trees.  This clinic is part of the Virginia Cooperative Extension program to provide educational instruction in horticultural activities.

At the clinic, participants will receive instruction on proper pruning techniques, observe application of these techniques to fruit trees, and then engage in hands-on pruning under the tutelage of a Master Gardener.  Apple, plum, and peach trees will be pruned.  Handouts summarizing pruning techniques will be provided.  Participants should bring a pair of sharp hand bypass pruners with them.

The clinic will be held on Saturday, February 25, at 1013 Coan Harbour Drive in Lottsburg.  The clinic will begin at 10:00 AM and complete by noon.  Directions are as follows: Proceed to Lottsburg on Rt. 360.  At the Auction House, turn onto Lake Road north (toward the Potomac).  Take the 1st left onto Coan Harbour Drive.  Proceed to 1013 Coan Harbour Drive, a tan stucco house on the left with trees in the front.
The fee for the clinic is five dollars ($5.00).  All proceeds will be used for Master Gardener programs to benefit the community.
